Golf Cart Rules



Brookville Lake Resort (BLR) Property Owners Association
1. All golf carts must be registered in the BLR Office.

 
A) Golf carts must have working headlights and tail lights. Gas carts must have a quiet exhaust system.
 
B) All golf carts must display 3 inch high lot numbers, in plain sight, on the front and rear of each cart.

 
C) Lot owners must sign a financial responsibility form to be filed in the BLR office.

 D) Lot owners must have their golf carts insured for Liability Coverage either as covered under their park model/travel trailer insurance policy, or under a separate golf cart insurance policy. Proof of insurance may be requested when there is a golf cart accident and/or violation of the BLR golf cart rules.
2. Passengers must be seated at all times, and there can only be as many passengers as seats on the cart. 

3. No one under the age of 13 may operate a golf cart without an adult in the front passenger seat. 

4. No one under the age of 12 may operate a golf cart at anytime.
5. Golf cart parking is permitted in the parking areas around the pool, clubhouse, playgrounds, shower houses        and laundries. Parking is not permitted in the green (common) areas.

6. Drivers must obey posted signs for speed, stop, slow, yield, one way, do not enter, and any and all posted traffic signs throughout the park.
7. Golf cart operation must observe Quiet Hours which means no cruising, no loud mufflers, no loud music, and no loud noise from 11:00pm – 8:00am.

8. Reckless operation of a golf cart at any time may result in a loss of driving privileges and/or fine.

9. No one under the age of 18 is allowed to operate the golf cart across the road in the boat parking or dumpster area unless accompanied by an adult.

10. Lights must be on during the dusk to dawn period 

11. Random safety checks may be conducted by the Safety Patrol.
12. The BLR board of directors reserves the right to enforce and to update the golf cart rules as deemed necessary and appropriate.
BLR DRIVING PERMITS
1. Age 12, a learner’s permit may be issued, with the signature of the parent/lot owner, by a member of the Safety Patrol. Learner’s permit drivers can only drive during daylight hours and with an adult in the front passenger seat.

2. Age 13, a driving permit may be issued after a driving test with the Safety Patrol. Parents/lot owners must sign at that time to attest the driver’s age, and to accept responsibility for their driver. These driving permits are valid until the driver obtains a valid state issued driver’s license.

3. All golf cart driving permits must be carried at all times while operating a golf cart.

4. The Safety Patrol will issue all driving permits and testing dates will be posted.

GOLF CART RULES VIOLATIONS/PENALTIES

The BLR Board of Directors will review all golf cart rules violations. Violations are subject to penalties as deemed appropriate by the BLR Board such as, but not limited to, warning letters, driving privileges suspended, and/or lot owner fines. Children driving golf carts in our park is a privilege and not a right.
BLR Golf Cart rules have been approved by the BLR Board of Directors and apply to any person operating a Golf Cart on BLR property. Lot owners in good standing, renters, and invited guests may operate golf carts on BLR property with either a valid state driver’s license or a valid BLR golf cart driving permit. Each lot owner and/or renter is responsible for those operating their golf cart. The BLR Safety Patrol is a board approved committee of lot owners who volunteer to patrol our park for the safety of all. Their duties are assigned by the BLR Board and monitored by the Chairman of the Safety Patrol Committee. All violations of the golf cart rules will be reported to the BLR Board.
